Survivors include his wife Vera; daughter Ruth Rush of Eugene; son and
daughter in law Steven and Gayle Rush of Reno, NV; six grandchildren; three
great grand daughters and several cousins and friends in the Salem area. He
was preceded in death by his son, William Alan; grandson, William
Christopher and brother, Lyle.
